The meeting
will also offer them an opportunity to exchange information on action they have taken to follow
up on the resolution adopted at the 120" IPU Assembly.

The meeting will be held across the street from United Nations Headquarters, which is currently
undergoing renovation, at 777 United Nations Plaza (conference facility on the corner of 44"
