
INSTRUCTIONS 

 

Current Requirements for the granting of visas 

Parliamentary Conference on the World Trade Organization (WTO) 

Honorable Argentine Congress, 9 - 10 December 2017. 

 

1. These instructions have been based on the current migratory rules which 

include the requirements of visa for permanent members (Annex I) and 

observers (Annex II) of the World Trade Organization (WTO) for obtaining 

visas for diplomatic, official and service passports, laissez-passers and 

regular passports on the occasion of the Parliamentary Conference on 

the WTO to be held on December 9-10, 2017. 

 

2. These instructions rule for the participants of the Parliamentary 

Conference who do not form part of the national delegations registered 

before the WTO to participate in the 11th WTO Ministerial Conference. 

 

3.  Participants requiring a visa must initiate application process not later 

than 30 days prior the beginning of the Parliamentary Conference, in 

order to have sufficient time to process the aforementioned visa. 

 

4. For  countries having Argentine Representations in their territories: 

 

i. Participants may require their visa in their country or in any other 

Argentine representation. 

ii. Before going to the argentine representation, each delegate must 

get in contact by email in order to have instructions on the 

requirements to obtain a visa. Within the required documents a 

note of presentation signed by the parliamentary authority of 

his/her country must be submitted. 

iii. In Annex II the complete list of the argentine diplomatic and 

consular representations with their contact details can be found. 

5. For countries NOT having Argentine Representations in their territories: 
 

i. The visa application procedure for those countries that do not have 
Argentine representations in their territories is the product of efforts 
by the Argentine Republic, as host country to the Parliamentary 
Conference, to ensure that all of the delegates can attend.  

 
ii. Delegates should send an e-mail to the Argentine Representation 

of their choice, according to their convenience, in order to apply for 
a visa and to obtain information on the documentation to be 
submitted. Annex III contains a complete list of Argentine 
representations and their contact details. 



 

 
iii. Once the visa has been approved, the Argentine Representation 

will so inform the delegate concerned in order to finalize the 
process. The following alternatives are available: 
 

(a) Delegates may submit their passport to the Argentine 
representation through an official appointed by their 
embassy, and the visa will be affixed to their 
passport. 
 

(b) Delegates planning stopovers may ask to have the 
visa affixed to their passport in any of the Argentine 
consular representations located in the various hub 
airport cities, i.e. Madrid, Paris, Frankfurt, London, 
Rome, Sydney, Panama, Miami, Johannesburg, 
Dubai, Singapore, etc. It must be noted in this 
connection that only the Argentine representation 
that processed and granted the visa may affix it to 
the passport. 
 

 
(c)   Delegates who choose not to avail themselves of 

alternatives (a) or (b) above may apply for their visa 
online ("electronic visa"), no later than 10 November 
2017. 

 
 
The electronic visa process is entirely digital, and at no stage does it require the 
physical presence of the delegate at a representation. The visa is not affixed to 
the passport: instead, the notice of approval is sent by email for the delegate to 
print. 
 
We strongly recommend that those who have obtained their visa online take 
good care of the notice of approval, since they will be asked by the local 
authorities to produce it upon entry into the Argentine Republic.
